Remembering Richard Burtoni Victorian explorer, writer and translator

Two hundred years ago, on"f1B®larch 1821, Sir Richard Burton, British explorer,
writer and translator, was born in Torquay. He was noted for his unexpurgate
translations offhe Arabian Nightand theKama Sutra but his interests were
much wider. He was a scholar, a diplomat, a apy @an Orientalist, and the first
European to discover Lake Tanganyika.

He published 43 volumes on his explorations and almost 30 volumes ¢
translations, and spoke 40 languages, including dialects. He was deeply involved
the search for the source of thgle i his quest eventually ending in a fierce
dispute with his companion John Hanning Speke, who claimed (rightly) that |
flowed out of Lake Victoria.

Of mixed ancestry, Burton |l ived in m
country where | nevefr e e | at homeo. He died in
his devoted Roman Catholic wife Isabella. Burton himself was a student c
religions but an adherent of none. H

am convinced that man never worshipped y t hi ng but hi msel
He was made Knight Commander of St Michael and St George by Queen Victor
in 1886. On his death, his wife burned nearly all of hisyd@r collection of diaries
and journals.

Who said that we had missed the "Beast"?, mind you we have been lucky only tc
have cold weather with very little snow, at least some of the bugs and diseases
should have been killed off.

Gardening Hints for March

Shallots and Onion Setdauld be planted this month and if it is mild Early
Potatoes can be planted towards the end of the month.

Most vegetable seed can now be sown outdoors in prepared beds.

If you did not do so last month you can still sow Aubergine, Cucumber, Swee
Peppers ash Tomatoes in a heated propagator or indoors.

Cut back last years autumn fruiting Raspberry canes to ground level, prur
Blueberries and Gooseberries and apply a dressing of a balanced fertiliser
Sulphate of Potash at 15g per sq m.

Basal cuttings of Ddlas should be taken this month to provide plants for summer
flowering.

Sweet Peas can still be sown in a sheltered position.

Annuals such as Alyssum, Lobelia, and French Marigold should be sown indoo
this month.

Remove the top 3" of compost from coniis and replace with fresh.

Bush and Standard Roses should be pruned and fed with a Rose Fertiliser.
Continue to prune summer flowering Shrubs and Dogwoods.

Large flowering Clematis which flower in May and June on short shoots from th
previous year carmave weak and dead stems removed in early Spring befor
growth begins.

Small flowering species such as "Montana" flower in early Spring on last year
growth, they need minimum pruning but if they begin to exceed their allotted spac
they should be prunedter flowering.

Large flowering species such as "Jackmanii" which bloom in late summer on tf
current years growth should be pruned to a pair of strong bu@6ctb above soil
level before growth begins.

When conditions are dry the lawn should be scarifeedemove moss and thatch
before cutting with the mower blades on a high setting for the first few cuts, Wee
and Feed with Mosskiller should be applied just before rain is forecast.

Slugs and Snail will need to be controlled with sharp sand or slugpeBpecially
around Delphiniums, Hostas and Lupins as soon as new shoots begin to appear.
